The Humboldt Library Foundation has
selected Professor Vis Upatisringa of
Eureka to receive this year’s Helen
Everett Award. Mr. Upatisringa is a re-
tired professor of Mathematics from
Humboldt State University and has been
a generous supporter of the Humboldt
County Public Library for many years.

Vis established the first
endowment fund at HLH
with a gift of 1,000
shares of stock. He es-
tablished the fund to reg
ognize the library fund-
raising efforts of his wif
Sally and HLF co-
founder Elizabeth Mur-
guia.
